Steiner Stock Farm

The past, present, and future of harness racing in Ohio

Steiner Stock Farm is a Standardbred farm located in Lima, Ohio just east of Interstate 75.  The Steiner family began raising Standardbreds in 1885.  Today, the farm includes 200 acres and runs approximately 50 brood mares.  The farm sells its yearlings at various yearling sales in and around Ohio primarily at the Ohio Selected Jug Sale and the Buckeye Yearling Sale.
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Dr. David Steiner, a retired orthopedic surgeon from Lima, and his wife own the farm.  Wade Morris manages Steiner Stock Farm.  Wade has been involved in the Standardbred industry his whole life, driving, training, and shoeing on the Grand Circuit.  

The staff at Steiner Stock Farm realize the importance of hands-on experience in the horse industry.  With this in mind, we would like to offer three internships year-round:   breeding/foaling, fitting yearlings, and general farm management.

The purpose of the internships is to provide a positive, hands-on learning experience for young persons interested in the horse industry, specifically the Standardbred industry.  Interns will have the opportunity to select from a list of objectives as well as present their own objectives for the internship.  Steiner Stock Farm will do its best to provide an internship tailored to meet the needs and desires of the individual intern.  
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Internship Requirements

The purpose of an internship at Steiner Stock Farm is to provide a hands-on experience for young persons interested in the horse industry, specifically breeding and/or Standardbreds.

Interested persons need to submit an application.

Selection will be based on interests in breeding and the Standardbred industry as well as experience and year in school.   

Pay will depend on experience.


Interns will be determined by the school and the manager of Steiner Stock Farm.

The breeding internship will begin at the beginning of the spring semester and last throughout the foaling season or the end of spring semester, which ever comes first.  The yearling fitting internship will begin summer semester and last through the final yearling sale around the end of September.  The general management internship may be conducted at various times throughout the year.  

The grade will be determined by the manager of Steiner Stock Farm and will be based on the completion of the objectives.

Steiner Stock Farm will provide a list of local housing contacts to the intern.

All living expenses will be the responsibility of the intern.

Any travel for Steiner Stock Farm will be paid.

The intern will remain in good standing with the school he or she attends.

Misconduct may be grounds for dismissal from the internship at the discretion of the school and the manager of Steiner Stock Farm.
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Objectives:  Breeding/Foaling Season Internship

The intern, the school, and the manager will determine the appropriate objectives for the intern at the beginning of the internship.

Following is list of possible objectives.  The intern may include additional objectives, subject to school and manager approval.

After completion of the internship, the intern will be able to:

· Determine the best breeding combination for a particular farm’s purpose, specifically a Standardbred farm.

· Complete breeding contracts.

· Secure breeding certificates.

· Palpate.

· Artificially Inseminate.

· Check for heat.

· Check for ovulation.

· Check for pregnancy.

· Determine when a mare is ready to foal.

· Sew in a Foal Alert.

· Determine and provide appropriate nutritional needs for nursing and dry mares.

· Determine and provide appropriate nutritional needs for foals.

· Determine appropriate type and amounts of feed, hay, and bedding to purchase.

· Arrange for purchase of feed, hay, and bedding.

· Determine appropriate vaccinations and wormer.

· Purchase vaccines and wormer.

· Vaccinate and deworm.

· Assist during labor.

· Vaccinate and tag new foals.

· Register foals with USTA.

· Arrange for and assist during freeze-branding by USTA.

· Arrange for yearlings to be sold at appropriate sales.

· Maintain continually operation of a farm running during the winter conditions.

· Maintain necessary equipment, including tractor, manure spreader, etc.

· Provide appropriate medical action not requiring a vet.

· Provide any medical attention required by a vet.

· Determine if a particular mare needs to remain at the farm and/or be bred again.

· Keep appropriate records, including farm expenses, payroll, heat detection, ovulation, breedings, vaccinations, wormings, vet procedures, etc for both mare and foal.

· Work with other Standardbred farms to promote the Standardbred industry.

Objectives:  Yearling Internship

The intern, the school, and the manager will determine the appropriate objectives for the intern at the beginning of the internship.

Following is list of possible objectives.  The intern may include additional objectives, subject to school and manager approval.

After completion of the internship, the intern will be able to:

· Fit Standardbred yearlings for sales.

· Determine and provide appropriate nutrition for yearlings.

· Clean and bed stalls.

· Provide daily care.

· Provide appropriate exercise for specific yearling.

· Coordinate an Open House.

· Prepare communications material.

· Maintain a Web site.

· Arrange for registration in appropriate sales.

· Arrange for transportation to sales.

· Decorate sales area.

· Maintain necessary equipment including tractor, manure spreader, lawn mower, etc.

Objectives:  General Farm Management

The intern, the school, and the manager will determine the appropriate objectives for the intern at the beginning of the internship.

Following is list of possible objectives.  The intern may include additional objectives, subject to school and manager approval.

After completion of the internship, the intern will be able to:

· Determine and provide appropriate nutrition for all horses on farm.

· Clean and bed stalls.

· Provide daily care of all horses including mares, weanlings, and yearlings at various times of the year.

· Maintain pastures.

· Maintain fencing.

· Vaccinate and deworm all horses.

· Maintain necessary equipment including tractor, manure spreader, lawn mower, etc.
